| am delighted to inform you of our performance in the recent GCSE, BTEC, Cambridge National and A level
examinations.

In terms of our Sixth Form our KS5 Results were very strong and the highest in the history of the school, with an
average grade of B on A-Level courses and Distinction grade on Vocational subjects. Our latest figures show 61
students in our Sixth Form applied to University and were all successful in gaining University places, with 25%
securing places at prestigious Russell Group Universities. A further 17 students went directly into further training,
employment or gained apprenticeships, including Marketing, Accountancy, Finance, Law, and Engineering.

Some of our highest performers were Gemma Clift who gained A* grades in Biology, Chemistry and Mathematics
and gained a place at the University of Warwick to study Biomedicine, Jacob Walter who gained A* grades in
Mathematics, Further Maths and Physics and gained a place at the University of Warwick to study Mathematics,
Hayden Wakefield who achieved an A grades in Mathematics, Further Maths, Chemistry and Physics is going on to
study Chemical Engineering at Nottingham University, Ronnie Foster who gained an A* grade in his Extended Project
Qualification, two A grades in History and Psychology as well as a B grade in Economics and is going onto study
History at University College London, Harrison Munday who achieved A* grades in both Psychology and History and
a B grade in Mathematics and will be studying Actuarial Science at the University of York, Charlotte Humphries who
achieved an A* in English Language, an A grade in English Literature and a B grade in History and is taking up an
apprenticeship in Nursery Education, George Toner who achieved an A* in Business, an A grade in History and a B
grade in Mathematics and is going on to study Economics at the University of East Anglia, and Tilly Jones and
Dominic Quinn both achieving Distinction * Distinction * Distinction in BTEC Sport, with both students gaining a place
at the University of Brighton to study Physical Education with teacher training.

We had students entering university this year to study Computer Science, English, History, Law, Pharmaceutical
Science, Psychology, Medicine and Chemical Engineering to name just a few courses. Well done to all our Sixth Form
students. We wish them well with the next stage in their careers.

100% of our students achieved GCSE success. 58% of students achieved 9-4 grades in English and Maths which is
equivalent to a C grade. Just a reminder, a grade 7 is equivalent to an old grade A, grade 8 is equivalent to an A* and
a grade 9 is for exceptional national performance. Notable performances at GCSE include:
