To ensure consistency across the year group and the school, please can we remind you of the key uniform items required each 

day: 

• School Blazer 

• School Clip-On Tie (in the appropriate house colour) 

• Correct School Skirt or approved trousers 

• Optional-black v neck jumper. (No hoodies) 

• No make-up or artificial nails 

• Minimal jewellery. (1 pair of small studs, 1 ring and a watch.)  No hoops or bracelets. 

• No Facial Piercings 

• School Shoes (not trainers) Please see the link to appropriate shoes in our uniform policy 

• Expectation Card 

• Students will need a bag that will accommodate school books up to A4
